IB junior and senior students have finished their internal assessments, many of which will be sent to international locales for scoring by IB examiners.  Seniors have submitted their final CAS reflections to Ms. Dorsee Tucker, IB Coordinator.  CAS interviews will be conducted during the month of April and CAS completion forms sent to IBO.   
While the seniors are in final stages of their coursework and beginning to prepare for their exams, the juniors have begun their extended essay requirement.  Information was given to the juniors in February through their TOK classes about the new requirements in the EE process. Currently, students are contacting their assigned EE supervisors and preparing for the Preliminary Advisement Session scheduled for April.

Extended Essay Process 2011-2012
1. Students receive ¼ credit (Pass/Fail) for completion of the Extended Essay
2. Requirement: EE Preliminary Advisement Session – graded oral discussion 
3. Complete Final Rough Draft of EE – due August 30, 2011
4. Final Extended Essay submitted to IB – due November 4, 2011

You will find in this newsletter the final IB and AP exam schedule. The posted start time is when students must enter the exam room. All exams will begin within 15 minutes of posted start time.  The posted end time is approximate.  Students will be given written instructions before the end of April; however, a few exam details are listed below.

1. Bring only pens with black or blue ink for essays.  
2. Calculators will be provided to all students.  Students MAY NOT bring their own calculator.   
3. Absolutely no book bags, purses, cell phones, study notes will be allowed in the exam rooms.  
4. Exams will be held at Lakewood High School unless location on exam schedule designates church (Holy Shepherd Church at corner of 9th and Kipling).
